Smithsonian Bus Trip
Wednesday, April 21,2010

Our bus trip to Washington

will allow our travelers to see

a wide range of art, some of
which have a close relationship
to the Sketch Club. We will
spend a good deal of time at
the Smithsonian’s American Art
Museum and have a guided
tour. Of particular interest will
be several works by Thomas
Moran, an early Sketch Club
member, which show the
Grand Canyon. Some of these
works approach 10'in width
and were used to convince
Congress to create the National
Parks System. The American

Art Museum also holds a large
body of work by H. Lyman
Sayen who was a leader in the
American modernist movement.
Sayen was a member from 1902
until his death in 1918.The Club
history in referring to Sayen
states:

"Any man who voluntarily gives
up a sure and good living along
lines of the accepted thing in art
to wander off the uncertain paths
trod by Matisse is self-evidently
courageous and sincere. And that
Sayen did...Sayen was one of the
Club’s best artists, one of its finest
intellects and one of the most
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beloved members.”

Two of Sayen’s oils are on
permanent display at the
Smithsonian. We will also get a
private showing in their print
room of works on paper by
Sayen. In addition, we will have
access to the Luce Foundation
Center on the third and fourth
floors of the American Art
Museum building which houses
3,500 paintings, sculptures,
miniatures, craft objects and
folk art pieces. We will travel

to the Smithsonian’s Division
of Information Technology

& Communication, National
Museum of American History,
which has a large collection

of works done or collected by
Stephen Ferris. Ferris joined
the Sketch Club a month after
it was founded in 1860 and
remained a member until his
death in 1915. The Club history
states:

“Stephen J. Ferris...had on every
possible occasion demonstrated
the technique of etching,
meanwhile developing an
understanding and appreciation
for the work of Spanish painters,
etchers and illustrators. Many
felt that he, more than any other
person, was responsible for

the founding of a really great
period of American illustration,
engraving and printing.”

There will be a private showing
of many of Ferris’ works not
normally on display. Space

is limited so please indicate
your interest in attending
before March 15; guests are
welcome! We're looking into
arrangements for lunch and
possible additional venues,
and, depending on response,
estimate that the final cost

will be $80 per person. To
reserve your place — or for more
information - please email
bmurray@sketchclub.org or call
the Club office at 215-545-9298.
